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MARQUES Newsletter Guidelines for Contributors

Length and style of articles

Articles should be up to 500 words, but not longer in most cases. If you would like to include a longer article, please discuss with the editor beforehand. 

Articles should include a heading of up to five words, followed by a one-sentence summary which includes the name and firm (and, if relevant, team) of the author(s). The articles should be written in simple, direct and accessible style so that they can be read by busy MARQUES members who want to keep abreast of the latest IP developments and analysis. They should not include extensive notes, references or academic discussion. 

We encourage contributors to provide hyperlinks to relevant material (eg, material on the MARQUES website, court judgments, legislation, other relevant articles).

We also request that each article is submitted with at least one illustration relevant to the topic discussed (this could be a photo, picture, map, example of a trade mark/logo, picture of a relevant place etc). Photos of authors can also be included.

Articles should be on topical issues of relevance to brand owners. Priority will be given to articles relating to the work of MARQUES or its teams or other issues of direct relevance to MARQUES members. Team members are welcome to provide updates on their work or topics they are looking into. 

In all cases, it is recommended that you contact the Newsletter editor before writing the article to discuss if it is appropriate for inclusion in the Newsletter and if there are any special requirements or recommendations. Ideally, a one or two paragraph summary of the proposed article should be sent by email.
